	 An external garden display at the front, 

rear or side of a domestic property 
which includes a grass area.

2.	 Domestic Paved Garden
	 An external garden display at the 

front, rear or side of a domestic 
property which includes a paved area 
without grass.

3.	 Domestic Balcony Display or 
Container Display

	 An external gardening display at 
the front, rear or side of a domestic 
property which has been created 
within the balcony area on the railings 
using pots, planters, window boxes, 
hanging baskets etc.

4.	 Young Gardener
	 Young person under 18 who has 

created an attractive garden display.

5.	 Community Garden
	 An external garden display created in 

partnership with local residents for the 
use of all residents.

6.	 Sheltered Housing Scheme Garden
	 An external garden display within or 

immediately outside the sheltered 
scheme, created by the scheme’s 
residents for their benefit and use.

7.	 Best Kept Estate
	 Please nominate your estate if you 

feel the communal plantings and 
horticultural displays are attractive.

8.	 Art and Gardens
	 Entrants must produce a painting 

or drawing of a garden or flowers. 
Paintings or drawings must be on card 
or paper no larger than (297mm x 
420mm) or (11 3/4” x 16 1/2”).	

	 The closing date for entries is 
Friday, 23 July 2010, and judging 
will take place in late July.

	 All Estates in Bloom entrants will 
be invited to an awards ceremony 
in October to see who has been 
judged as most outstanding in 
each category.
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
